	Unit Title & Big Idea: A Dream is a Wish Your Heart Makes - Dreams
	Grade Level: 4

	Unit Overview/Summary: Throughout time and across cultures, people have been concerned with dreams. Over the duration of this unit students will be challenged to create dreamcatchers, learn about MLK Jr.’s Dream, and create speeches that will share the students own dreams. These lesson plans will be integrated with the subjects of art, social studies, and literacy. Students will share these speeches at their graduation ceremony, where friends, family, and administration will be invited.
	Class Periods Required: Five one hour class periods and three half an hour class periods

	Brief Lesson Descriptions:

1. Social Studies- This lesson plan will consist of reading biographies in texts and online. Students will use this information to conduct research and learn about the inspirational Martin Luther King Jr. The students will explore everything that he did for our country and the civil rights movement to help make the country free at last.

2. Visual Art- For this lesson the students are going to be making dreamcatchers from yarn, string, beads, and feathers. These dreamcatchers will also have three dreams have a minimum of their three biggest dreams in life hanging down from them. This will be a constant reminder for students to dream big and to strive to accomplish their goals.

3. Literacy- In this lesson students will learn about literal and figurative meaning of “big” words. The words are not necessarily large words but these words have a big meaning, i.e. freedom and peace. The students will explore these words in MLK Jr.’s speech that will be read to them in the form of a children’s book. The students will look for his big words and use these words to inspire them in their own writing. The students will then create their own I Have a Dream book and will write big words, dreams, and will draw pictures on the pages. This book will be presented to families and administration when complete.

	Summative Assessment Strategy:

Students will be assessed through the form of a written letter. Students will write a letter to anyone they wish, stating the information that they learned about Martin Luther King Jr., the inspiration he had on people, and their own individual dreams. Students will be assessed by their knowledge on the topics discussed and learned about during each lesson. The teacher will also be able to see some assessment through the storybook they create, as well as their oral presentation of their book.

	What student prior knowledge will this unit require/draw upon?

     Students will not need to have a large amount of knowledge on this subject prior to starting it. During the lesson students will have the time to learn all about MLK Jr. and his life and accomplishments. Students will get to hear his I have a dream speech through a children’s book and there is also a copy of his speech in the book and a CD that can be played allowed. Students will be inspired by his work and will explore their own dreams through a new lens of having a dream and working extremely hard for them.

	What activities will you use to engage students in imagining, exploring, and/or experimenting in this unit?

     Activities that will be used to engage students in imaging are to explore their own individual dreams.  Students will explore new ideas and dreams that they have not thought about before. Students will experiment with different mediums in the art lesson to create their dreamcatcher and will also experiment with books and online resources to find information on Dr. King.

	How will this unit permit/encourage students to solve problems in divergent ways?

     This unit will permit students to solve problems in divergent ways because the entire lesson is about MLK Jr. following his dream and solving the problems of racism. He is fighting for freedom, acceptance, and equality throughout his entire live. He is a very motivational person to teach students that they can follow their dreams no matter how big or far away that they seem.

	How will you engage students in routinely reflecting on their learning/learning processes?

     I will engage students in routinely reflecting on their learning through the closing of each lesson plans. This is a short lesson check for understand to see if students are following along and making progress. I also want to check if students are understanding the material. The storybook the students will create is great for them to share their ideas on their dreams and the summative reflection is a great way for students to share they knowledge on Dr. King.

	How will this unit engage students in assessing their own work and the work of peers?

    This unit will engage students to assess their own work and the work of their peers by allowing them to think pair share in each lesson. Student’s will be encouraged to share advice to peers at any point in time. During the writing assessment the students will also edit their own work, as well as one or two of their peers.

	What opportunities/activities will students be given to revise and improve their understandings and their work?

    Students will be given many options to revise. After each draft students will get to make corrections. The teacher will also be checking the students work as they go so they can see the progress the students are making. After the social studies lesson, the teacher will read the writers notebook entries and will ask any questions she has to deepen understanding or to have them find more information on a certain topic or idea of the lesson.

	What opportunities/activities will you provide for students to share their learning/understanding/work in this unit?

    The students will share their work with their classmates many times throughout the unit. Students will also be able to share their storybooks with other classes, buddies, and another teacher before reading their finished product to the class. Students will invite family members, administration, and other teachers to come in and hear and share their books with them.

	How will you adapt the various aspects of this lesson to differently-abled students?

    I will adapt this lesson to various differently-abled students as said below in each individual lesson. I will allow students having a difficult time to work in a partnership and will prepare advanced work for students who are ahead. Whether I have other difficulties that arise during my lesson I will be prepared to make changes and adaptions for that individual student.

5. Students will think pair share with classmates to discuss similarities and differences they found between articles and books discussing MLK Jr.

	Lesson Title & Big Idea: Dreamcatchers - Dreams
	Grade Level: 4

	Lesson Purpose: Dreams are a powerful force in many people’s lives, particularly because of the meanings behind them. Dreams are inspiring milestones and events in ones life that are often interpreted. The dreamcatcher supposedly helps us remember our dreams.
	Class Periods Required: One hour and one half hour

	Anticipatory Set (Gaining Attention):

· Students will share background knowledge on dreamcatchers and teacher will read Dreamcatcher by Audrey Osofsky
	Closure (Reflecting Anticipatory Set):

- Follow up on the next activity of literacy (Instruct the students to write about the dreams that they have)

	Lesson Activities & Procedure(s):

1. Students will share comments and participate in discussion to activate background knowledge (Does anyone have a dreamcatcher? Can anyone tell me what a dreamcatcher is or what it is used for?)
2. Teacher will introduce and read the book Dreamcatcher by Audrey Osofsky
3. Students will have positive body language, show interest and enthusiasm, consistent thinking, focus and participation
4. Teacher will encourage students to look for any clues that relate to the prior discussion questions
5. Students will be asked to brainstorm some of the dreams that they have for their future first in their writers notebooks and then will be asked to peer share with one or two other classmates 
6. Teacher will do a demonstration of the studio project the students are going to make:
a. Introduce mediums the students will be using
7. Students will create a dreamcatcher using materials provided by the teacher:
a. Hand each student a pair of scissors and a yogurt lid with a small whole already cut in the middle (this way students won’t accidentally injure themselves)
b. Have student cut around edge leaving a small circle
c. Hand out yarn and wrap color of the students choice around the edges to cover sides completely
d. Leave two yarn pieces hanging off the bottom of the circle
e. Hand out skinnier string for the inside of the circle, demonstrate how to make a star, or allow students to create any inside that they wish
f. After that is complete hand out feathers and beads to students, allow them to glue and decorate any way that they want
8. Students will include a minimum of three objects that show their dreams for the future (i.e. a graduation cap, a symbol representing a career, etc.)
g. These objects will be drawn with markers and colored in with colored pencils just on normal paper. The students will then cut them out
h. Glue these objects to pieces of the skinnier string and tie them onto the dreamcatcher to represent good dreams that the students have
9. Clean up will take place between each individual step 
10. Teacher will have students ask and answer questions in groups of two and will assist students if necessary, Teacher will get the students attention by setting a timer to count down from one minute and when the timer goes off the students will know to stop and listen for directions and will begin their next step of work
11. Students will give a short two minute oral presentation to the class, sharing their dreamcatchers with the entire class after discussing their finished product with their peer

	Lesson Title & Big Idea: I have a Dream... - Dreams
	Grade Level: 4

	Lesson Purpose: Listen to the story of Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.’s I Have a Dream Speech and Martin’s Big Words and think about the student’s own impact on the future. Identify the different big words Martin uses to describe his dreams. Think reflectively to relate those big words to personal dreams.
	Class Periods Required: Three one hour (one is for presenting) and two half hour

	Essential Questions:

1. How are dreams expressed through the way individuals write?

1. Students will be able to discuss the difference between literal and figurative meanings

2. Students will be able to create their own storybooks sharing their dreams through writing and illustration

	Anticipatory Set (Gaining Attention):

· VTS (Visual Thinking Strategies)
· Using the book I Have a Dream paintings by Kadir Nelson, go to the page of all of the kids that starts with, “This will be the day when all of God’s children...”
· Ask students:
· What’s going on in this image?
· What do you see here that makes you say that?
· What more can we find?
· Allow these to be time for the student’s to explore one of the wonderful paintings in this book
	Closure (Reflecting Anticipatory Set):

- Hold your fingers up and give me a number of your satisfaction on your completed dreams book (scale being 1 - 10)



	Lesson Activities & Procedure(s):

1. Teacher will prepare students for the lesson by getting them interested in the upcoming project and by having a VTS session [explained above] (What do the student’s know about MLK Jr.? Can you tell me what his dream was? Do you have any dreams that you want to accomplish?)
2. Teacher will read Martin’s Big Words by Doreen Rappaport to the class
3. Students will discuss the words literal meanings and figurative meanings - Dr. King’s words are described as “big words” and allow the student’s to explore the definition of big. The words are not necessarily large in length, but long in importance
4.  Teacher will read a copy of Dr. King’s I Have a Dream book paintings by Kadir Nelson, also hand out a copy of his speech 
5. Students will share “big” words that they have found in the story with two different peers (examples include freedom, peace, love)
6. Students will work independently to build a story of their own “big” words, once they have a list have them pull out their dreamcatchers that they used to display at least their three biggest dreams
7. Students will write a ‘speech’ in the form of a book using their list of big words and their dreams (using the template below/make boxes bigger than in the template)
8. Students will take their draft and have a peer edit and a teacher edit, after editing is finished take the drafts to the computer lab to be typed
9. Students will print their story when finished and will draw images onto their pages 
a. Students will be supplied with colored pencils and crayons that are in their classroom supply buckets
b. Students will be allowed to draw anything on their pages that help the reader to  better understand their story. This will also help younger students who often use picture clues to help read the words
c. Students will be encouraged to draw their best artwork and use colorful and detailed images 
10. Students will cut out the pages and staple them together, teacher will demonstrate which way the pages should all face
11. When all finished with writing and art, students will begin practicing their read aloud of their story (two thirty minute sessions) - read to buddies and read to classmates
12. Students will invite parents and administrators in to hear the speeches/big words
13. Students will present to their peers, other classmates and their own family members, and administrators

- Students will prepare a presentation that they will share in front of peers, other classmates family members, and administrators. During this presentation students will share their Big Word’s books and show off their dreamcatchers displaying a few of their most important dreams and goals in life.
